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A Message from the President
Matt Kestenbaum

Though it is almost December as I finish this article, the inspiration for it came in September – the 29th to be exact.    We had just 
returned home from Rosh Hashanah services and on my way upstairs I passed our living room.  Actually, we converted this formal 
living room space into a “heritage room,” where we display our family tree, pictures of parents, grandparents, and great-grandparents, 
as well as other important family keepsakes.  One of the most important items in that room, at least for me, is my paternal 
grandfather’s ring.  It’s a simple affair, with his initials and a small diamond inset between the “E” and the “K.”  However, other than a 
few pictures and his honorable discharge papers, it’s all I have by which to remember him.  He died many years before I was born and 
was the only grandparent I never got a chance to meet.

After my father gave Emanuel’s ring to me about 15 years ago, I have worn it on special occasions, including every High Holiday 
service I have ever attended.

Except this year.

I forgot to put it on for both Rosh Hashanah services, and that was what dawned on me on September 29th as I passed the heritage 
room and started upstairs.  As you might imagine, I stopped in my tracks and, if I remember properly, muttered a phrase.  Such phrases 
are commonly referred to in my house as “Daddy Mouth.”

Initially, I was very upset at myself.  I couldn’t understand why I had forgotten to put it on.  Granted, life has been busier than usual, 
but that’s not really a good excuse.  I thought some more on the topic but was unable to find a satisfying reason, other than I’m an idiot 
– a conclusion that certain members of my immediate family (actually, all of them) would readily agree.

Instead of letting it go and chalking it up to some malfunctioning synapses, I ruminated about my lapse during the following week.  At 
some point, I asked myself the question: “Was Rosh Hashanah not a special occasion this year?”  Of course it was, but the question 
started me down a path that led to a rather satisfying conclusion.  Call it rationalization if you like, but the answer I reached works 
very nicely for me.  For those of you still reading, this is what transpired in my pea brain:

When we first started to attend services at TBT, it was the first time I had done so on a fairly regular basis in longer than I care to 
admit.  The act of going to services was, in and of itself, a special occasion.  I treated it as such, and wore my grandfather’s ring every 
time we went.  I remember moving it about with my thumb multiple times each service, especially during the Mourner’s Kaddish.  

At some point – I don’t remember when – I stopped wearing it every Friday night and Saturday morning we attended services and 
wore it only to High Holiday Services.  Again, after many years of having less than stellar attendance, the act of going to synagogue 
on Rosh Hashanah and Yom Kippur was a special occasion.

And now, after years of regular attendance, I realized that going to Temple Beth Torah – High Holidays or not – was no longer a 
“special occasion.”  Rather, it was a way of life.  It is a regular occurrence.  

In essence, the trigger that used to remind me to put on the ring (getting dressed in “Temple Clothes”) no longer did so.  You see, 
putting on my Temple Clothes – whether for a “regular” service or a High Holiday Service – was not a special occasion.  It was an 
integral and regular part of my life.

Just to make sure you don’t misinterpret my remarks: please don’t think I’m saying that the High Holiday services are unimportant or 
that they are not a special occasion.  Of course they are.  I’m simply saying that the act of going to services was no longer a special 
occasion and, therefore, not the trigger to put on my ring that it once was.

As I said earlier, you might consider that line of reasoning to be a rationalization.  Perhaps it is just a feeble attempt to assuage my 
Jewish Guilt.  It probably is, but I like it nonetheless.  I’d also like to think that my three deceased grandparents and the rest of my 
ancestors would be very happy to know that Judaism continues to be an important part of my life and the lives of my family.

L’dor v’dor, as we say.

And now, as we get ready for Hanukkah, our next “special occasion,” I wonder if I’ll remember to put on my ring even without my 
“Temple Clothes” trigger.  Frankly, I’m not that worried about it.  Rather, I’m comforted by the fact that regular attendance at services 
is a normal and expected part of my life.   

Happy Hanukkah to all of you and I look forward to seeing everyone at services -- in your Temple Clothes, of course.

Veterans Day: A Time to Remember, A Time to Honor

It’s easy to forget what Veteran’s Day really means, whom it’s 
really about, and why it’s so important. It’s easy to forget the men 
and women who have served. And it’s easy to forget that they are 
not always all honored fairly and equally. 
When German torpedoes off the coast of Greenland sunk the USAT 
Dorchester on Feb. 3, 1943, four chaplains died, one Jewish, one 
Catholic, and two Protestant. They died because they gave away 
their life jackets in order to save   others. 
But on Chaplain’s Hill, at Arlington National Cemetery, only three 
of these heroes are recognized. Monuments have long existed to 
honor the fallen chaplains of Catholic and Protestant faiths, but the 
Jewish chaplains never had a     memorial -- that is, until now.
A number of groups, including The Jewish Federations of North 
America, the American Legion, and the Jewish War Veterans of 
the U.S.A., have made it their mission over the past several years 
to reunite the Jewish Chaplain from the USAT Dorchester with 
the other chaplains who sacrificed their lives that day. As a result 
of these efforts, which went all the way to Congress, in fact, there 
is now a special memorial to honor Rabbi Alexander Goode, right 
alongside 13 other Jewish chaplains, all who have died while 
serving their country.						    
	
My father, Rabbi Kenneth Block, is a chaplain at the Veteran’s 
Hospital in Perry Point, Md. He has been a chaplain there for as 
long as I can remember. In honor of Veterans Day, I was interested 
in getting his take on being a chaplain and working with veterans 
who have spent their lives in service to our country.			 
			 
Looking back, it’s no wonder I became a chaplain. That becoming 
is an integral part of my history. I remember going with my father 
to Lemuel Shattuck Hospital, the VA facility in West Roxbury, 
or maybe it was in Jamaica Plain, Mass., to spend time with 
hospitalized veterans. We’d give out cigarettes and personal 
hygiene items or play bingo and listen to stories about World War 
II. 

I realize now that I spent more Jewish holidays in VA hospitals 
and in veterans’ cemeteries than I did in temple. My father was 
an active member of the JWV. He was proud of his muddy boots. 
But he also took his responsibility very seriously: “To care for him 
who shall have borne the battle and for his widow, and his orphan” 
[President Lincoln’s second inaugural address, March 4, 1865]. 

Veterans Days were spent marching in parades and placing flags 
on the graves of our veterans. I remember visiting the same 
graves every year. Even though all I knew were the names on the 
headstones, those men became my friends. Naturally, throughout 
college, the time I spent with my father decreased. But we always 
observed Veterans Day together. 

I entered Hebrew Union College in June 1968. In September of 
that same year,  resentative of the military chaplaincy visited the 

campus, and I agreed to become a Navy Chaplain upon ordination. 
When June 1974 finally came around, the military was exiting 
Vietnam and downsizing the military. 

So, in September 1974, I became a VA Chaplain at the Perry 
Point, Md. facility. My father, First Lieutenant Herbert Block, had 
“trained” me to be a chaplain for the VA. He gave me his muddy 
boots and showed me how to wear them by example. 

Thirty-seven years have passed, during which I have done what 
Abraham Lincoln asked of me 146 years ago. The VA has trained 
and supported me throughout that service. 

Being a chaplain, I’ve built a lifetime of memories, stemming from 
stories that will never leave me, including one that took place in the 
PX or canteen found in every VA facility. 

I had gone to see the weekly clothing specials. John, a Vietnam 
veteran I have know for 10-plus years, wheeled up to me in his 
chair to see what I had found -- in this case, camouflage shirts, or 
shirts with a military insignia on them. 

I picked up one with U.S. Marine insignia and draped it over 
John. “Once a Marine, always a Marine, right?” I asked. I don’t 
remember if he replied an “oo,” an “ah,” or a “Simper Fi.” Perhaps 
he just laughed. The label was sticking up, so I reached for it. 
“Made in Vietnam,” the tag said. 

I showed John the label. He tapped his paralyzed legs, “Lost in 
Vietnam.” He and I stood in silence. “You and I should have 
opened a clothing factory in Vietnam in the ‘60s. A lot of lives 
would have been spared,” I said. “Amen,” he replied. 

I bought a camouflage shirt that day. He bought the one with 
Marine insignia. Both were made in Vietnam. I’ll never forget the 
men who bore the battle, who answered the call, who protected us 
without question. 

I am thankful we now have the chance to properly pay tribute to 
these 14 Jewish chaplains. The memorial has traveled to 20 cities, 
including Boston, Pensacola, and Harrisburg, where chaplains and 
the Jewish community were able to have a first glance before it was 
erected alongside the monuments currently on Chaplain’s Hill. 

This melding of various religions is reflective of the U.S. military 
chaplaincy. When you’re in the trenches, separations of faith are 
not important. Having faith does.The dedication reminds us all to 
reflect on those who bravely served in the armed forces, chaplains 
and otherwise.
You know, whether you support the war or not, whether you know 
any servicemembers personally or not, whether you ever give 
veterans any thought any other time of the year or not, it is vital on 
this day, as every day, that we support out soldiers and our veterans 
-- Jewish and Christian, black and white, gay and straight. We must 
support them all equally and earnestly. And this Veterans Day is 
the perfect day to start.

Activities for Hanukah: 					   
Game of Dreidl, How to Light the Candles and Blessings 
The Festival of Lights

Hanukah, the festival of lights begins this year on the eveing 
of the 25th day of Kislev, Tuesday evening, December 20, 
2011.  Hanukah is one of the most joyous Jewish festivals for it 
commemorates the victory of the Jews in 165 B.C.E. over the 
Assyrians that were part of the Greek empire at that time.  

Hanukah commemorates the victory of war and also celebrates 
a moral victory for religious freedom. Hanukah honors the 
rededication of the Temple in Jerusalem and the miracle of the 
light. Legend has it that there was only enough oil for the Temple 
lights to burn for one day but the oil lasted for 8 days. Hence we 
have the 8 days of Hanukah. Although Hanukah is not mentioned 
in the Torah, it is celebrated world over by Jews.

Yiddish Hanukah words: Latkes (potato pancakes), Dreidls (tops 
that spin), Chanukah gelt (money)

A Game Of Dreidl:
The Dreidl has 4 sides, each side has a letter: Nun, Gimel, Hey, 
Shin which are the first letters of the Hebrew saying, Nes Gadol 
Haya Sham and means a great miracle happened there.
When the dreidl lands on Nun, which is Nisht, you get nothing.
When the dreidl lands on Gimmel, which  is Ganz, you get 
everything.
When the dreidl lands on Hey, which is Half, you get half.
When the dreidl lands on Shin, which is Shtel, you have to put 
something in.

How to light the Hanukah candles?

The Shamash: Menorahs have a place for the Shamash, the helper 
candle, which stands at a different height than the others (usually 
taller). The function of the Shamash is to light the “real” candles, 
and you light it first, before any blessings are said.
Placement: Stand facing the Menorah. You place the candles from 
right to left as the nights go on. On the first night, place the first 
candle on your far right. On the second night, add a candle to its 
left (you now have candles in the two spots furthest to your right). 
On the third night, add a candle to its left, and so on, until the last 
night when you place the eighth candle to your far left.
Lighting: The newest candle gets lit first. What this means is that 
you light from left to right (even though placement is from right to 
left).
								      
							     
							     
							     

          Blessings: After you light the Shamash, hold and say/sing 
the blessings. The first two blessings are said every night; the third 
is said only the first night. After you’ve finished with the blessings, 
light the Hanukah candles.
What’s interesting is that even the actual number of candles 
lit on each night was not something everyone agreed on when 
the holiday traditions were still forming. The Talmud records 
a debate between two schools of thought on how to light the 
Hanukkah candles. The House of Hillel says to light the candles in 
ascending order, with one candle the first night and eight the last 
night (the way that became the tradition), whereas the House of 
Shammai argues that they should be lit in descending order, with 
eight candles on the first night and one on the last. The different 
approaches represent counting the number of days as they are 
actualized (with increasing anticipation and joy), verses counting 
the days of the holiday that remain.

DARE to ask….”What did you learn at Religious School today?”
Last issue I wrote a short outline and description of the CHAI Curriculum 
in use at TBT.  CHAI is a wonderful resource that teachers can rely on for 
ideas and activities.  While brief, our goals are great.  Our curriculum has 
been developed to challenge and encourage the students to use creativity 
and achieve a personal connection to Judaism.
We strive to give our students a well-rounded approach that focuses on 
Life Long Learning. Each teacher implements selected materials that make 
the content of value to our students.  This is done in each and every class 
where.  All the students are learning concepts and skills that make their 
studies current and applicable to their daily lives.  Our students learn to 
develop their own sense of what it means to be Jewish. 
In my early years as a teacher in Religious School I worked for an 
Education Director who gave all the teachers a lot of space to be creative 
in our respective classrooms.  He felt that if each teacher taught to their 
strength, then all the students would benefit.  I had the freedom to create 
classes for high school students that included:  Conversational Yiddish, 
Conversational Hebrew, Holocaust in Film, Sex in the Texts, and even 
‘Middle Eastern’ Dance!  
Temple Beth Torah Religious School has adopted the ‘model’ of giving our 
teachers a great deal of autonomy to implement the curriculum.  Having an 
instructor who is passionate about his/her topic leads to great teaching, and 
in turn, great learning in the classroom. So while the teachers at TBT have 
the CHAI curriculum to rely on, they have supplemented the curriculum 
with additional enriching ideas and concepts.  Our students are not being 
‘taught to.’   They are actively participating in their education.   This has 
translated into a more desirable way to absorb knowledge.  This then 
encourages our students to use critical thinking when learning about their 
Judaism.    
Any given Sunday, if you were to visit the classrooms, this is what you 
would see:
Torah Tots—If you ever need a bright lift to your day, step into the Torah 
Tots class.  Ms. Harding is so talented.  She knows magic!  She can stir up 
and mix all sorts of potions that make this so much fun for both parent and 
child.  If you ever have a moment, take a peek into this class.  I guarantee 
that it will lift your spirits.
K/1—There is always something fun going on in this class.  Recently, Ms. 
Tannenbaum  took the class mascot, Fardy (a large, soft, stuffed frog), 
to Israel.  She took pictures of all of Fardy’s visits to historic and exotic 
places in the Holy Land.  Ms. Tannenbaum made a slide presentation of 
Fardy’s adventures and invited the parents, along with her students, to 
relive the ‘magic!’  The first day of school, Ms. Yanches had each of our 
K/1’ers marching out with beautiful Rosh Hashannah platters.  Seems these 
students make these kind of creations each week!
2nd Grade—The walls of this classroom are plastered with the G’milut 
Chasadim, Acts of Loving Kindness, that these students have been 
involved with.  Ms. Pearl and Ms. Dickman are constantly in the act of 
“catching them being good!”   There are many kinds of G’milut Chasadim 
and the students in this class can tell you all about them.  Their teachers 
give an in depth understanding of each of these Jewish Values and 
Mitzvot.  The teachers not only ‘cover’ material but give the students a true 
understanding of the concepts.  
3rd Grade—If you have ever seen Ms. deGuzman going to class on 
Sunday mornings, you will see she is ‘lugging’ a huge crate behind her.  
The crate is filled with materials that the students use to make creative 
representations of what they have learned in class.  She and Mr. Bender 
have a huge mission to accomplish.  Not only is she teaching the Laws of 
the Torah to her students, they are also learning about the Prophets and 
how they dealt with the implementations of the laws.  It can get very noisy 
in there with the on topic discussions and debates!
4th Grade—This is Mr. Rothbart’s first year in 4th grade.  In previous 
years, he was the ‘go to’ teacher for ideas and information about the 
Immigrant in Us program in 6th grade.  Getting the students ready for 	
							     

the Immigrant program became a passion for Mr. Rothbart.  Last year 
TBT took his students to Ellis Island to get a real taste of what they were 
learning about in class.  This kind of experiential learning goes way 
beyond the walls of the classroom.  The kids who went to Ellis Island had a 
great time and a great learning opportunity.  
5th Grade—A few weeks back I was lucky enough to join the 5th grade 
when Moses happened to visit this class.  The students followed Moses 
and Aaron (Mr. Wasserman and Mr. Erstling)  thru the desert (of the TBT 
parking lot) to Mt. Sinai where each of the students received the Torah, 
first from G-d, then Moses, to Aaron, to the Elders and then passed it down 
to the others…really!!!  It was a fun recreation of this pivotal moment in 
Jewish history.
6th Grade—Walk into this classroom and you may be in for a surprise.  
There are clarinets, guitars, and other musical instruments—all playing the 
same tune, “Hatikavah” (The Hope), Israel National Anthem.  In addition 
to their studies about Israel, the students are often found acting out the 
Portion of the Week.  I’ve heard them to one and they are quite a ‘dramatic’ 
group.  Mr. Fried and Ms. Brennan seem to be enjoying themselves.  I 
know I did!
7th Grade—Gives new meaning to ‘Awake, Alive and Jewish!’ on Sunday 
mornings.  If you wanted to know what your 7th looks like when s/he is 
actively engaged in debate or discussion, come to this class.  Mr. Horner 
has taken his passion for history and combined it with the 7th grade 
Holocaust Curriculum.  The students use the Portion of the Week along 
with readings connected to the history of Christianity, to follow the path 
of anti-Semitism that led to the Holocaust.  Ms. Curtiss and I always learn 
something new in this class.   I visit often because it is so interesting.  
8th Grade—We have so many returning 7th graders from last year’s class 
returning to TBT this fall.  Must be because they have heard that Ms. 
Perez is ‘cool’ in the way she presents the materials.   Mr. Perez is very 
comfortable using the technology we offer at TBT.  She almost always is 
using the LCD projectors and DVD equipment to implement her lessons.  
If you peek in the window, the students are always engaged in either a 
discussion or watching and responding to her presentations.  
9th Grade—The first time I visited this class the students were comparing 
an Apple to an Orange.  The students then discussed what was similar 
about them and what was different.  The topic then moved on to religion.  
What were the similarities among religions and what were some of 
the differences. The name of the Curriculum Ms. Renner uses in the 
Comparative Religion Class is, Apples to Oranges.  Ms. Renner has lined 
up a number of visits to nearby by religious institutions.  She also has guest 
speakers visiting with the students.  
10th Grade—I don’t often get to visit the Confirmation Class.  However, 
at last year’s Confirmation Ceremony all of the students spoke about 
‘how much fun’ they had in his class!!  Rabbi Block is using the URJ’s 
Sacred Choices curriculum with these students.  In addition, Mr. Wertz 
has implemented a Service Learning component to the Confirmation 
curriculum.  It is very impressive to hear these students speak about their 
Jewish learning and commitment and how they will continue to contribute 
to their community and faith.
Post Confirmation Class—this will be the third year for this new TBT 
‘baby.’  This year we have over 10 Post Confirmation students enrolled!!  
First class is Dec. 11.  Registration is still open!  
Art and Music—It would be hard to imagine what TBT would be like 
without our Enrichment Specialists.
